1. szöveg: Chinese tourists

China's citizens do not only export goods; increasingly they export themselves. The concept of tourism — that is going abroad for pleasure rather than for business — is a only decade old in China. Yet since the Chinese government gave official permission for overseas leisure trips in 1997, tourism has grown dynamically. Last year more than 30 million Chinese travelled outside China and the World Tourism Organisation says this number will grow to 60 million by 2010. 

Although the growing number of Chinese tourists might bring millions of pounds, profits will be harder to make than the above numbers suggest. Half of the Chinese tourists are so-called “border tourists”, on day trips to Russia or Vietnam to trade or gamble in casinos, which is illegal in China. Only 6 million Chinese could be called international tourists and most choose Asian destinations such as Thailand. Just a few visit Europe and only a handful fly to America, which still limits the number of Chinese visitors. 

Chinese tourists are not like the rich and free-spending Japanese visitors, who raised European tourism incomes in the 1980s. Most first-time travellers from China are very economical. Typically, a Chinese tour group will choose the cheapest hotel, travel by bus and eat only Chinese food. They visit only the most famous attractions and spend very little time studying them. 

Those who return for a second or third visit will often spend more. Across Europe hotels, restaurants and travel agents are looking forward to it. But returning Chinese visitors will be very few in the future in Europe — so elegant hotels and resorts will have to wait until they can make profit from Chinese tourists. 

Chinese tourists coming to Europe often seem rude and loud. They smoke under “no smoking” signs and are very suspicious at shops. They open packaging at the checkout desks to make sure that everything they bought is in the box and nobody has deceived them.

2. szöveg: Working from Home

Sandy Lloyd doesn't have far to go to her office — just a few steps upstairs to the study that was once a bedroom of her home in Ipswich, in south-east England. Lloyd  is a self-employed  accountant. As a home worker, he is also one of the three million people in the UK, who regularly work away from a central office. “I used to commute an hour and 45 minutes each way, every day on the train,” Lloyd says. “Now it's a few seconds! That obviously gives me a lot more time in the day.” 

Many people associate home working with low-paid work, but the profile of home workers has changed in recent decades. A 2006 report says: “The new home worker is not a woman with a sewing machine working for low wages, but a white-collar employee (often a manager) who uses many new communication technologies (the basic equipment is a phone and a computer) to do an office job from home.” 

Home working means doing office-type work regularly from home. Sometimes they are called e-workers or net workers because they use the Internet to keep in contact with the firm and their customers.

This type of home working is becoming more common because a growing number of office jobs are being moved to people's homes. Figures show a 35 per cent increase in the number of UK home-workers in 2006. Statistics also show that half of those who work from home are self-employed. 

There is a growing trend for contact and call centres to employ home workers. In March 2006, Future Travel, a call centre in the UK became Europe's largest virtual contact centre. The company employs 630 home-based agents across the country.
